Tips and ideas to create a photo book like this

It's not just faces—find those images that capture the places you've been together

Don't worry about perfect portraits—candid shots featuring faces turned from the camera capture the
essence of individuals, too. Crop to focus on the people in your shots and eliminate any distracting
background subijects

Organize your pictures—place a single photo session of your child on the same page

Mix color and black-and-white (or sepia-toned) images on the same page and across page spreads
Enhance the layout of your photo book by mixing pictures and text, or have a text page facing a page full
of pictures—feature your own thoughts, use professional quotes, or ask your kids questions and include their
answers verbatim)

Group pages by locations (the playground, the zoo and the beach) or holidays (July 4th fireworks,
Christmas tree-trimming)

Don't just use big events, but showcase the simple pleasures of your daily life (Saturday mornings, family
meals and quiet times)

Don't forget to put yourself in the book as welll
